Introduction:

With reference to section (two) of the Maharashtra Land Revenue Book (Four) Villages
in the State of Maharashtra, the revenue collection system at the level is biannual.
Accordingly, revenue collection at the village level, the village name of the dual register
and the name of the Dayuyam register have been duplicated. An abstract of it has
been shared.

As per GR no. R.R.U.2013/P.No.32/L-1, Dated the 23rd January, 2013 e-Ferfar an
online mutation system has received approval. In this regard, NISC has developed e-
Ferfar portal. Through this online system state has started accepting applications
online. For this, computerized rights records have been given legal validity vide
Government Circular No.: CLR-1003/P.No.47/L-1 Cell, dated 03 December 2005. As

per GR .No. I1.31.31.3.%T1.2016/9.%.180/1-1, dated 31 From July, 2017 it has been
decided distribution of handwritten 7/12 to completely shut down and conduct online
only. According to this, the state government has made the copies of IM.sT.5T.5/¢,

IMAHA.¢3, IMA1.6 available in digital format on the website Mahabhumi

(https://mahabhumi.gov.in).

In Section 148-A of the Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966, there is a provision
for keeping records of rights using proper recording equipment. Also, Sections of the
Information and Technology Act, 2000 (4,5,6,7 and 8) provide that “any public
document digitally / electronically preserved under digital signature shall be a
databased record as if it were a true copy of the original record”.

Taking these matters into consideration, it was under the consideration of the
Government to issue directions to the Regional Revenue Officers and Authorities and
concerned Competent Authorities for giving legal validity to computerized records (

IM.A.57.16/¢R, IM.A.51.¢37, IM.A.57.6 ) based on digital signature database.

Government Circular:

According to the provisions of Sections 4,5,6,7 and 8 of the Information and

Technology Act, 2000 and the provisions of the Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966 as
well as the Maharashtra Land Revenue Rights Records and Registers (Preparation and
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Preservation) Rules, 1971, the powers vested in zonal, The following directions are being
issued to the revenue authorities and concerned competent authorities:-

1. Digitally signed database based computerized Ga.No.7/12, Ga.No.8A and Ga.No.

6 etc. Copy of right of samples etc. shall remain valid for all legal and
Government/Semi Government works.
2. Such digital signature does not require the signature of Talathi or any other officer
on the database based computerized Village Sample No.7/12, Village Sample
No.8A and Village Sample No.6.
All Collectors and Regional Revenue Authorities and officers should implement these
instructions immediately.
